Our speaker Past Member and Past President Ken Smale spoke on his company JC Smale and told us how it is growing and cracking the International scene. Founded in 1962 by his father with $400, 5 kids and a mortgage, by the late 1980’w they were exporting to the USA, UK, South Africa, Asia and Russia. They now have offices in Arkansas, Dallas and are building mainly turnkey brick making plants. They have 75 staff and basically are making brick packaging equipment, from the kiln into strap packs. They also are into plasterboard, adhesives, paint and automotive plant. The brick plants have 6 robots, with elegant grippers, artificial intelligence, cameras, the right software and technology.  Plants make up to 40,000 bricks an hour and Ken claims that they are 5 years ahead of the USA. In automotive industry are making plant for vacuum forming fuel tanks in new Falcons and now have 2 plants in Germany for BMW. 

They are working with the CSIRO on capstan turbines generating power from biomass such as woodchip gasifying and running a micro-turbine. Hope to have the first one running soon.  It has the potential to generate a significant portion of our \power needs.

Their future is bright but Ken says we need to get back to younger people doing trades, as there is a serious shortage.  They encourage their staff to take on new skills and pay them to do it. They take 6 apprentices each year and do work experience with local schools.  They do a lot of in-house training. The robots and servos are bought in but they design and build the rest.

Another Rotary World Record.

GUINNESS WORLD RECORDS has confirmed that Rotary International in Great Britain & Ireland and The Stroke Association have been successful in setting a new Guinness World Record for the number of blood pressure readings taken in one day. The official announcement coincides with the start of National Blood Pressure Testing Week and comes two weeks before The Stroke Association's annual Stroke Awareness Week which starts on Monday 29 September. 

On Saturday April 3, The Stroke Association and Rotary Clubs in Great Britain and Ireland organised blood pressure readings for 127,573 people, at over 1,000 sites, across the United Kingdom and Ireland. The blood pressure readings were taken by qualified medical staff, and everyone who had their blood pressure taken was given a card with the reading on to take along to their GP if necessary. Stroke is one of the biggest causes of death and severe adult disability in the UK. 

"The aim was to ensure as many people as possible were given the opportunity to have their blood pressure checked and be made aware of any necessary lifestyle changes such as eating a healthy diet," says Jerry Doyle, Director of Public Relations, at The Stroke Association. 

"Uncontrolled high blood pressure is the number one cause of avoidable strokes. For every 10 people who die of strokes, four could have been saved if they had arranged regular blood pressure checks and then followed medical advice. It is fantastic that so many people came along and had their reading taken as there is no clear way of knowing when your blood pressure is rising, apart from having it measured."
