Our speaker Hank Speakerman from Adina Watches spoke on this Australian product that is booming. Bob Menzies  (not the PM) started the company, recognising a need for quality cased watches that would last at a reasonable price. They use Swiss movements and Australian designs, the stainless steel cases are made in Hong Kong, have a lockable winder and are basically diver’s watches. Ladies watches are mostly brass cased and allergy free. Plating is 10 micron so should last 35 – 40 years. They have just 3 reps looking after 950 stores and they sell about 350 watches per week. Hank had a most impressive assortment of watches with him from over $20,000 down! There are about 400 watches in the range but being Australian assembled, they can be supplied overnight in almost an endless combination of features, dials etc. Part supply is guaranteed 10 years. The watches have been sold as Swiss, having the prerequisite number of parts to qualify, but they are now being branded as Australian. He claimed the movement was the same as Omega, Longines and Tag Heuer but most of their cost goes in advertising against the Adina with almost none hence their lower cost. They have 22 people with 4 assembling and are starting to move into fashion with diamonds etc. 

He said our President Neil was the first to sign up in Melbourne, now there are 160 more outlets here! 

Adina is an Aboriginal word for very good. IIt is clearly a good news Australian business doing well.

	All insurance matters relating to Rotary property, Public Liability, Special Events, Personal Accident and Travel Insurance including Youth Exchange Program, Group Study Exchange, Rotary International Humanitarian team travel must be made through the District Insurance Committee.

District 9810 and all other 22 Rotary Districts in Australia have a Multi-District Insurance Policy negotiated annually by two representatives elected by the District Governors of the day. The Committee also comprises experienced Risk Management Advisors from within our District. All projects undertaken by both Rotary Clubs and District Committees are required to complete a Risk Management Assessment and lodge this with the Insurance advisor in advance of the commencement of the project.
