Our speakers last week Susan Barton and Leo Maher spoke on the Lighthouse Foundation refuges for homeless kids. Sue was triggered into founding this in Sri Lanka when she saw a malnourished child who could have been here own who died. She started fostering children in her home had up to 16 at a time, an old caravan was added to the yard. Ian Keirnan of Clean up Australia was an inspiration, she turned to franchising and has 7 houses operating across Australia now. Leo joined 4 years ago and has seen the damage done to kids without homes. Kids could be in a house 6 or more years, education and as near normal an upbringing is aimed at. There is a house in Clayton being upgraded, most is by local traders who support the foundation and they rely on them and groups like Rotary to support their programmes as they have no recurrent Government funding. Local suppoty includes the Greek church, the Salvation Army and Human Services. Thet have two carers per house, aand up to 6 children there. Many kids go on to uni and it is aimed a lot at improving self esteem because suicide risk is high amongst such kids. They have produced a coffee table book and suggest they need not so much money as relationships, people they can turn to assist these kids be a bit more normal.

Sue read a moving section written by a kid once in her home. It told of the horrific situation he came from, of stabbings, drunks, and total ignore, being split from sisters, and testifying in court.

Rotary Facts

The world’s first service club was the Rotary Club of Chicago, Illinois, USA. The club was formed 23 February 1905 by lawyer Paul P. Harris and three friends – a merchant, a coal dealer, and a mining engineer. Harris wished to recapture the friendly spirit he had felt among businesspeople in the small town where he grew up. The name  ‘Rotary” was derived from the early practice of rotating meetings among members’ offices.

Mission

The main objective of Rotary is service – in the community, in the workplace, and throughout the world. Rotary volunteers build goodwill and peace, provide humanitarian service, and encourage high ethical standards in all vocations. The Rotary motto is “Service Above Self.”

Membership

Rotary members are professional men and women who work as volunteers to improve the quality of life in their home and world community. Club membership represents a cross-section of local business and professional leaders. The world’s Rotary clubs meet weekly and are non-political, nonreligious and open to all cultures, races, and creeds.

• There are approximately 1.2 million Rotary club members working in some 30,000 Rotary clubs in 162 countries.

• First admitted in 1987, women are the fastest-growing segment of Rotary’s membership. There are about 2,000 women club presidents, and women are rapidly assuming regional leadership roles.

Service Today

• Rotary volunteers initiate community projects that address many of today’s most critical issues, such as violence, drug abuse, youth, AIDS, hunger, the environment, and illiteracy.

• Rotary clubs are autonomous and determine service projects based on local needs. However,  they are encouraged to base projects on the following topics: children at risk, disabled persons, health care, international understanding and goodwill, literacy and numeracy, population issues, poverty and hunger, the environment, and urban concerns.

• Rotary members work with and for youth to address challenges facing young people today. Through participation in Rotary-sponsored Interact clubs (for secondary school students), Rotaract clubs (for young adults), and Rotary Youth Leadership awards, young people worldwide learn leadership skills and the importance of community service.

• Rotary Youth Exchange gives high school students the opportunity to broaden their world view and build International friendships.

• Rotary volunteers have a history of building safe communities and working for peace. In places where urban violence has become rampant, Rotary’s community-based network helps to prevent unrest. Rotary-sponsored violence prevention projects and conferences address the root causes of violence such as drug abuse, poverty, lack of role models, and gangs.

• The Rotary Foundation of Rotary International provides an opportunity for Rotary club members to work for international understanding and peace. Through their Foundation, Rotarians sponsor international educational and humanitarian programs.

• PolioPlus is Rotary’s commitment to eradicating polio by the year 2005. Through the efforts of Rotary and its partners in the fight against polio, more than two billion children worldwide have been immunized since 1985. In 1996, 154 nations reported no cases of polio, up from 85 when PolioPlus began. By the year 2005 Rotary contributions will reach a half billion US dollars to eradicate the crippling disease. Of equal significance is the huge volunteer army organized by Rotary International for social mobilization, vaccine transport and immunization activities.

• Rotary’s international network links people in need with Rotary club members in other countries that can provide resources. The Foundation’s humanitarian programs provide health care and supplies, clean water, food, job training, and education -- particularly in the developing world.

• The Rotary Foundation’s educational programs include Ambassadorial Scholarships, the world’s largest privately-funded source of international scholarships. Nearly 1,300 scholarships are awarded annually for study in another land. Grants are also awarded for university teachers to serve in developing countries and for professional exchange.

A Short History of Rotary

In 1905, a 37 year old attorney Paul Harris changed the world. 
Paul Harris, who was raised by his New England grandparents with values of tolerance toward all, gained his law degree in 1891. 1In his senior year, a former graduate told his class that they should “Go to a small town for five years make a fool of themselves, then go to the big city!” Paul decided to hit the road for the entire world. He worked as a Reporter, San Francisco Chronicle, 1891; manual laborer on a fruit ranch, then raisin packing plant, teacher at the L.A. Business College in 1892. Denver, Colorado, 1892: Actor in a stock company, reporter for the Rocky Mountain News, cowboy, reporter for The Republican. Jacksonville, Florida: St. James Hotel night clerk, traveling granite/marble salesman 1892/93, reporter on the Washington Star, cattleman on a ship 1893, haymaker and cannery worker 1893, sub-foreman of the gang of cattlemen 1893, orange picker in Florida 1893, back to Jacksonville selling marble granite. His territory included the southern states, Cuba, the Bahamas and Europe. When he announced that he was going to Chicago to practice law his employer said, "Whatever the advantages of settling in Chicago may be, I am satisfied you will make more money if you remain with me." To the Paul replied: "I am sure you are right but I am not going to Chicago for the purpose of making money; I am going to the purpose of living a life." 
In 1896, he went to Chicago to practice law.  One evening, in the early 1900’s, Paul went with a professional friend to his suburban home.  After dinner, as they strolled through the neighborhood, Paul’s friend introduced him to tradesmen in their stores.  This reminded Paul of his grandparent’s home in New England.   “Why not have a fellowship composed of businessmen from different occupations, without restrictions of politics or religion?” he thought.

      2On February 23, 1905, Paul Harris had dinner with his closest friend, Chicago coal dealer Silvester Schiele. Afterwards they walked up to Room 711 of the Unity Building where they met their host, Gustavus Loehr, a mining engineer; and another friend, Hiram Shorey, a merchant tailor.  Harris proposed that they form a club. No name was chosen for the group. But they agreed to meet next at the offices of Silvester Schiele. The second meeting was March 9th. Three other men, Harry Ruggles, William Jenson, and A. L. White joined them. Ruggles was a printer, and created the “name badge” version of the Rotary “wheel” and also started singing in Rotary. In fact his singing kept the group from disbanding more than once. It was also decided that “rotating” the meetings made “Rotary” the most logical name.  Two weeks later the group gathered at the office of Silvester Schiele, in his coal yard at Twelfth and State Streets.  Six of the previous seven were present along with Charles Newton and Arthur B. Irwin. 
      2Who was the first Rotary president? Silvester Schiele. When it came time for the meeting to be held at A. L. White's place of business (at Englewood), the location was “inconvenient” and thus was the first Rotary meeting in hotel. As with many new ventures, some new members didn’t remain. Shorey and Loehr, half of the original four were not active after the first few meetings. When did weekly meetings begin? 6According to the general secretary in 1948, it was Oakland #3 in 1909.
      1Paul was very interested in starting Rotary in other cities. The second Rotary club was founded by Homer Wood in San Francisco in 1908. 7Wood then quickly organized Oakland #3, Seattle #4 and Los Angeles #5. 2The activity caused by San Francisco created the first major conflict within the Rotary Club of Chicago. Too much of the meeting time was being taken up with reports of "new clubs." Harris also had a vision of “Around the World Rotary” which was also opposed by many of his fellow Rotarians. It was not until he won the loyalty of the man who was to be Rotary’s secretary from 1910 – 1942 that Rotary became organized and international. That man was Chesley Perry, whom Paul called the “Builder of Rotary.”
      3&7 By August 1910 there were sixteen clubs and the National Association of Rotary Clubs was organized and held its first convention that year, in Chicago.  At the 1911 Portland Convention, “Service, Not Self” was introduced by Frank Collins of Minneapolis. It later became “Service Above Self.” The slogan “He profits most who serves best,” was also read there.  It had been written by Arthur Sheldon and delivered by him at the first convention the previous year in Chicago. Both were approved by RI in 1950. 
      4When clubs were formed in Canada and Great Britain in 1912, the name was changed to the International Association of Rotary Clubs, and was later shortened to Rotary International in 1922.  5Paul Harris was the first president of the National Association of Rotary Clubs, serving two terms. He was named President Emeritus of the International Association in 1912 and served until his death in 1947. 1Harris suffered a near fatal heart attack in his final year as president of the National Association and required a full year to recover. Yet, over the next 35 years, he and his wife Jean Thomson Harris made numerous exhausting trips to nearly every continent, visiting hundreds of cities, planting friendship trees and attending Rotary conferences.
      5As Rotary spanned the globe, branch offices were opened in Europe, South America, South Asia, Southwest Pacific. In the UK British Rotary had its own office. 6When Rotary International President Emeritus, world traveler, author and prominent Chicago attorney Paul Harris passed away on January 27, 1947, his dream had grown from one group of four to 6,000 clubs in 75 countries with 300,000 members brought together through the service and fellowship of Rotary
      4Two world wars changed the face of Rotary – parts of the Far East and Eastern Europe were closed to Rotary. Eventually, clubs were re-established in Japan, Germany, Poland and Hungary.  In 1990 the first club was opened in the former Soviet Union and negotiations are currently underway to re-establish Rotary in China.  In 1987, Rotary membership was opened to women. 
      4There are over 30,000 Rotary clubs whose members carry on club, vocational, community and international service.  The Rotary Foundation of Rotary International annually spends some $105 million on international education and humanitarian programs, providing grants which save lives and improve conditions throughout the world. Rotary also sponsors international ambassadors of good will through educational awards to university students and teachers, and through international exchange of business and professional people.  Today the Rotary Foundation scholarship program is the world’s largest privately funded international scholarship program.  7Approximately 1,100 scholarships are awarded annually.  Rotarians have raised some 438 million dollars for the PolioPlus program alone as well as provided thousands of volunteers to administer the vaccine around the world.
