Rotary’s Centennial – the Centennial Bell

Similar to the travelling Olympic Torch, five Rotary Centennial bells will be circulated to clubs in every Rotary country, starting at the RI Convention in our own Brisbane in June this year.  The bells’ journeys will symbolise the internationality of Rotary as they crisscross the globe

One bell will travel to the first 100 clubs to join Rotary International, while the others will travel to the first Rotary club formed in each country of four regions: Asia and the Pacific; Latin America and the Caribbean; Africa; and Europe.

The bells’ journeys will end in Chicago in June 2005 when they ring in the start of the centennial RI Convention.

Once the bells have begun their two-year journey, check back often on the RI website 

to see how far they’ve travelled

I managed to find another book which I gave to another friend, our Spanish translation chairman, Carlos Garcia in Mexico. However, I found it impossible to replace the book I had given away. This week, "The Founder of Rotary" arrived in the mail, post marked "Germany." The need to preserve some aspects of our environment came home very clearly while looking at these 40 tonne monsters really close up, they are so gentle and friendly. The rain forest and unique ecology of nearby Fraser Island likewise needs the preservation it has gained under World Heritage listing. I saw there a nice balance between preservation and needs of modern man, we could drive 4 wheel drives in these areas and enjoy them, not be locked out. If nothing else, seeing this happy balance made my trip worthwhile.
