Last week

A joint meeting of the Monash cluster of clubs was held at the Village Green and we had the respective Presidents of clubs tell us what they were planning then DG Jenny address told us some more of plans and Rotary initiatives in the future. We heard Mt Waverley talk of the Child care and family network venture, raising $25,000 to house another 8 kids at the centre.  Oakleigh is funding a book on the local history via a historical walk. Waverly are working on sending people to the AAMI safe driving school in Werribee and Clayton of course our Never Too Old, Golf and membership. Huntingdale are supporting Ronald McDonald House, and moving more of the golf proceeds into International and youth projects. Monash sell honey, a project via electronic media on better use of wet and dry areas or water collection and reticulation.  Glen Waverly have a book sale, a skate ramp, the Mitchell Sutherland Gold day and several other projects. 

DG Jenny asked each to Lend a Hand in Rotary Service citing four particular areas, Poverty, Literacy, Health and Family Concerns. She wants 9810 to get 100 new members, i.e. 2 per club. A believer in modern technology she encompasses the web and urges the revitalisation of struggling clubs especially Rotaract. By raising $85,000 it enables some control in Foundation programmes in our area in 2006-7

Jenny calls us her Dream Team standing for Dedicated, Rotarian, Enthusiasm and Motivated.   Never say just OK, dream goals, make progress. She promotes the Blood Bank and had Rotary donor nomination cards to tender when you give blood and balloons. The Balloons figure in membership drives, again with contact numbers on them, she has 3000 of them available for free.

Some initiatives were mentioned like the Springvale Charter, Hampton’s Saturday club to meet over a coffee, and how we should look wider than we usually do for members, add diversity and be innovative. 

Look at your neighbours and she had a box on each table we were asked to places names in.    

Finally she urged all to go to the Hobart conference, it will be different!

Jenny showed us all that we could think and do things differently, its up to us now.
