Guest Speaker: David Digby, Director of Parks & Gardens – Kingston City Council

David spoke to the club on the history, current works and future plans of the  Heatherton Park, located on the northern side of Heatherton Road, 100 metres west from Tootals Road traffic signals.

The Heatherton Park site was last used as a landfill tip in 1984.

The Kingston City Council is working closely with the Friends of Heatherton Park to further develop the site.

In 1999 the rear section was sold to The Spring Valley Golf Club for $600,000. 

These funds will help fund works required to develop the park. 

With EPA consultation the Abatement plan was approved in 2002 and major drainage and capping works were carried out on the site costing $200,000. These works are now complete. New post and rail fencing costing $40,000 has been installed around the park making an inviting entry.

A pathway was installed in June at a cost of $40,000. 

This year the sum of $150,000 is available for further works to the park. 

Planning is in progress for the building of a toilet block, at a location to be selected, at a cost of around $100,000 leaving a balance of $50,000 for community tree planting.

Some areas of the site have clay pats and cannot be built over. Other areas have concrete capping and trees cannot be planted over as the roots can fracture the caps.

Planning is in work for an exercise station fitness track, a playground, picnic facilities and a Rotunda. 

A committee including Glenda Rose, Bill Sides and Jim Cochrane has been formed to work with the Friends of Heatherton Park to investigate a suitable project in the park to reflect the 100 years of Rotary International. The selected project will reflect our clubs involvement in the community and will be left for communities use for the future.

Friends committee member Norm Bury spoke of the history of the park.

President Michael thanked all speakers and asked for a follow up talk to the club.
