Background Notes

The use of web based communications, primarily the Internet and email messaging, has revolutionised communications and business transactions for nearly all commercial and personal purposes since the mid-1990s.  Like most other organizations that communicate with numerous people within and between countries, Rotary International rapidly adopted the new technology.  It has encouraged districts and clubs to follow this trend in the interests of business efficiency, timeliness and greatly reducing costs for communication.  

District 9810 introduced its first district website in 2000 and about one quarter of district clubs now have their own websites.  Early in 2003, the Rotary Club of Mordialloc board agreed that the club should develop its own website and Brian Foley agreed to be website manager.

A website known as Rotarnet, developed specifically for Rotary clubs in Australia, was adopted as the host provider.  The main features of Rotarnet for the club site include: simplicity in design and management, no need for elaborate programs or advanced website technical skills, very low cost ($70 per year maintenance cost), templates designed for specific Rotary programs and activities and good technical support by computer professionals who are also Rotarians.

Home page containing a summary of significant events and links directly to other pages.  It also has a “hot link” email address directed to the club secretary.
Activities page giving details of main club projects

Program page listing club and district events for each week of the Rotary year

Weekly bulletin page containing copies of current and recent club bulletins

About Rotary page describing Rotary history and activities generally

History page setting out significant events in the club’s history
Contact page setting out official contact details for the club (web, email and post office box)
Officials page setting names of club officers and committee members.  For privacy reasons, personal contact details of members are not included on the website and outside communications are directed through email or post office box.

Links page containing active hyperlinks to other sites of interest such as Rotary International, District 9810 and other Rotary specific sites.

Photos page containing a library of photographs of club service and social activities.

The Home, Activities, Program and Weekly Bulletin pages are updated each week.  Other pages are updated as needed.

The club website provides the opportunity for economical, direct and speedy contact with Rotarians worldwide as the site address is registered on the Rotary International site, the “Rotary Australia” site as well as the District 9810 site.  The site is also readily available to the general public and is useful to persons seeking to learn about our activities.  In the next few months, the site will be upgraded and promoted through local organisations.
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
