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Last Week: Rtn Denis McKercher spoke about micro loans.  Denis 
has been (with some assistance from RC Moonah) providing funds 
for micro loans through as organisation known as KIVA for some 
time.  KIVA is one of many programs which provide these loans to 
people in third world countries.  As he said; he has never been 
without food for a day, without a roof over his head for a day, without 
work for a day, or without fresh water to drink for a day, but many 
people in other parts of the world are not so fortunate.  Donors can 
choose what country, and what sector (food, shelter, agriculture etc) 
they wish to support, and they can be one of many people who go to 
make up the total of the loan. E.g. One man Denis has supported, 
wanted $1K to make his home weatherproof for his family, but Denis 
only contributed something like $50, with others making up the 
difference.  99.88% of loans are repaid in full, usually within 6 
months.  This money is then recirculated to provide assistance to 
others if you so choose.  More information about who KIVA are and
