The General Assembly
Expressing deep concern that the current Global Financial Crisis will seriously undermine development initiatives in the developing nations of the world, and

Deeply concerned that the developed world will be unwilling and/or unable to provide the essential capital needed to continue the process of development in the developing world, and

Further concerned by the potential implications of restructuring of global financial institutions on the developing world, and

Fearing that improvements to the external debt situation faced by developing states may be reversed,

Requests that the World bank and the International Monetary Fund in their actions concerning developing countries debt take into account the impact of the current international financial crisis, and 

Calls upon the developed world to ensure developing countries have access to developed markets, and that they are fully represented in any discussions or decisions regarding the restructuring of international financial institutions

2.
The General Assembly
Gravely concerned by the threat that piracy and armed robbery at sea against vessels pose to the prompt, safe and effective delivery of humanitarian aid to Somalia, to international navigation and the safety of commercial maritime routes,

Taking note of the requests from the government of Somalia for international assistance to counter piracy off its coasts,

Taking into account the crisis situation in Somalia and the lack of ability of their government to counter piracy in their territorial waters and secure the international sea-lanes off Somalia,

Calls upon all Member States interested in the security of maritime activities to take part actively in the fight against piracy on the high seas off the coast of Somalia, in particular by deploying naval vessels and military aircraft, and 

Calls upon all Member States to immediately cease the export, sale, supply, transfer or shipping, directly or indirectly, of arms and related material, to any person in Somalia.

3. The General Assembly 

Recognising the diversity of religions and beliefs in the world

concerned by the desecration and destruction of religious places, sites, shrines and symbols by those who are intolerant of ethnic and religious minorities in their countries,

calls upon all Member States  to ensure that religious places, sites, shrines and symbols are protected, by reinforcing laws to deny impunity for those exhibiting intolerance of ethnic and religious minorities, 

and urges that all possible measures to promote tolerance and respect for all religions and beliefs are immediately adopted by all Member states.

4.
The General Assembly
Recognising that agriculture plays a crucial role in addressing the needs of a growing global population and is inextricably linked to poverty eradication, especially in developing countries,

Emphasising the urgent need to increase efforts at the national, regional and international level to address food security and agriculture development as part of the international development agenda

Emphasising that the United Nations can play an effective role in building a global consensus in addressing agriculture development and food security,

Calls upon all Member States to adequately and urgently address agriculture development and food security in the context of their national and international development policies.

5.
The General Assembly
Bearing in mind the importance of maintaining peace and stability on the Korean peninsula and in north-east Asia at large,

Reaffirming that proliferation of nuclear, chemical and biological weapons, as well as their means of delivery, constitutes a threat to international peace and security,

Expressing grave concern at the launch of ballistic missiles by the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK), given the potential of such systems to be used as a means to deliver nuclear, chemical or biological payloads,

Requires all Member States, in accordance with their national legal authorities and legislation and consistent with international law, to exercise vigilance and prevent missile and missile-related items, materials, goods and technology being transferred to DPRK’s missile programme and

Demands that the DPRK suspend all activities related to its ballistic missile programme and in this context re-establish its pre-existing commitments to a moratorium on missile launching.

6.

Reaffirming its determination to put an end to the suffering and casualties caused by anti-personnel mines, particularly that of children and defenceless civilians, 

Concerned that these mines also inhibit the economic development and inhibit the repatriation of refugees and displaced persons for years after they are placed, 

Believing a co-ordinated and efficient effort is required for the removal of these mines

Calls upon all States that have not yet signed the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, Production and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on Their Destruction to do so without delay, and for those that have signed but not ratified the Convention to do so without delay and

Stresses the importance of the full and effective implementation of the Convention. 

7.
The General Assembly
Recognising the need for access to financial services, in particular for the poor, including access to microfinance and microcredit,

Recognising further that the majority of the world’s poor still do not have access to financial services and that microcredit and microfinance are the subject of significant demand worldwide,

Bearing in mind the importance of providing access to microfinance instruments and services, such as credit, savings, insurance, money transfers and other financial products and services, for poor people,

Calls upon Member States, the United Nations system and other relevant stakeholders to fully maximize the role of microfinance instruments, including microcredit for poverty eradication and especially for the empowerment of women and rural populations, and to ensure that best practices in the microfinance sector are widely disseminated.

8.
General Assembly 

Recognising that Polio related illness and deaths throughout the World can be eliminated by the appropriate administration of Polio Vaccine, and

Concerned that the Rotary Polio Plus program to eliminate Polio can be delayed by political unrest, armed conflict, government interference and lack of education,

Calls upon all nations of the world to assist those countries who still have cases of Polio to make extra efforts, through financial assistance, government intervention and increased medical effort to assist in the program of eradication.



9.
The General Assembly
Recognising that HIV/AIDS constitutes a global emergency and poses one of the

most formidable challenges to the development, progress and stability of our

respective societies and the world at large

Remaining deeply concerned by the overall expansion and feminization of the pandemic and the fact that women now represent 50 per cent of people living with HIV worldwide and  nearly 60 per cent of people living with HIV in Africa, and in this regard recognize that gender inequalities and all forms of violence against women and girls increase their vulnerability to HIV/AIDS;

Calls upon Member States to commit to programs that eliminate gender inequalities, gender-based abuse and violence and increase the capacity of women and adolescent girls to protect themselves from the risk of HIV infection, principally through the provision of health care and services, and by ensuring that women can have control over their sexuality to increase their ability to protect themselves from HIV infection.

10. The General Assembly
Gravely concerned that all Member States do not exert equal influence in the decision making process of the United Nations, 

Recognising the need to have any resolution, where the number of nations voting whose population and contributions in dues form a majority of the total, are in favour, binding on all nations

Calls upon the United Nations Organisation in its current form, and with its current voting system, to be disbanded as a representative body of World nations, and

Urges that a new Organisation be established which has representation from all nations based on population and which meets the protocols of an international decision making body.
