Your club is again invited to take part in MUNA 2010 for senior debaters on the weekend of 

21-22 May 2011 , at Building UG at UWS, Second Ave. Kingswood.

At MUNA, teams of 2 to 3 students come as national delegations to debate international issues at this model General Assembly of the UN. Teams are encouraged to wear the national dress of their represented nations and continue in character during Assembly sessions. School uniforms are not appropriate. It is an excellent opportunity for any inbound exchange student to participate with your students as an advisor or ambassador. Proposed resolutions are issued before the Assembly so that your delegation can prepare well to represent their nation. Trophies are awarded to the school for Best Debating Team and Peace Prize, together with a runner up prize and the District Governor’s Perpetual Trophy for Outstanding Individual Speaker. For teams doing especially well, there is the prospect to compete in the national MUNA in Canberra in August.
I have enclosed a nomination form and an information sheet. Schools have also been given your club’s details. Please contact a school in your area to sponsor a team. If needed, the MUNA Committee can help with that contact. 
The cost of sponsoring a team, if payment is received with the application before 31st March 2010, is $90 per delegate plus $40 per counsellor or teacher for the full weekend. If payment is made after 31st March 2010, cost will be $100 per delegate and $50 per counsellor or teacher.  There is a maximum of 3 team members per team but additional teachers are welcome. 
Team nominations close with the Secretary on Wednesday 31 March 2010. This allows enough time prior to MUNA to get the full set of resolutions to the participants and give everybody an even chance, so please work with your school(s) to return the enclosed papers before then. Could you also advise the name and contact details of a club member to liaise with this committee and the school. We hope your club will get the same fun and satisfaction as we have in being involved in this Rotary activity. Rotarians are always welcome to attend MUNA and watch the debates.
