1.
The General Assembly
Concerned that acts of violence, or credible threats of violence, against persons belonging to religious minorities are sometimes tolerated or encouraged by official authorities,

Expressing deep concern at all forms of discrimination and intolerance, including prejudices against persons and derogatory stereotyping of persons, based on religion or belief,

Seriously concerned at all attacks on religious places, sites and shrines in violation of international law,

Condemns any advocacy of religious hatred that constitutes incitement to discrimination, hostility or violence, whether it involves the use of print, audio-visual or electronic media,

Calls upon all Member States to step up their efforts to protect and promote freedom of thought, conscience and religion or belief,

Urges all Member States to promote understanding, tolerance, non-discrimination and respect in all matters relating to freedom of religion or belief by encouraging a wider knowledge of history, traditions, languages, and culture of the various religious minorities existing within their jurisdictions.
2.
The General Assembly
Renewing its unwavering commitment to strengthening international cooperation to prevent and combat terrorism in all its forms and manifestations,

Recognising that international cooperation and any measures undertaken by Member States to prevent and combat terrorism must fully comply with their obligations under international law,

Convinced that the General Assembly is the competent organ, with universal membership, to address the issue of international terrorism,

Reiterates its strong and unequivocal condemnation of terrorism in all its forms and manifestations, committed by whomever, wherever and for whatever purposes, as it constitutes one of the most serious threats to international peace and security,

Calls upon States the United Nations entities involved in supporting counter-terrorism efforts to continue to facilitate the promotion and protection of human rights and fundamental freedoms, as well as due process and the rule of the law, while countering terrorism,

Calls upon States that have not done so to consider becoming parties in a timely manner to the existing international conventions and protocols against terrorism.

3.
The General Assembly

Recognising that the Portugese, Irish, Greek and Spanish (PIGS) economy is faltering due to heavy public debt and loss of market access,

Also recognising that PIGS entered the recent crisis with deep-rooted vulnerabilities, including high fiscal deficits and dependency on foreign borrowing, weak competitiveness and limited supply capacity, 

Urges that PIGS adopts an ambitious comprehensive multi-year adjustment program to lower the fiscal deficit and the debt ratio, reduce domestic demand in line with capacity, and increase supply and competitiveness so that the economy can step into a higher growth path led by investments and exports,

Strongly that the program includes provisions to shield low-income PIGS households from the brunt of the adjustment effort, including exempting those living on the minimum from the reduction in wages and pensions, and social expenditures will provide the safety net for the most vulnerable,

Notes that risks to the program are high and that any unforeseen shock could weigh on the economy and banking system even if the fiscal program is on track.
4.
The General Assembly
Reaffirming that no one shall be subjected to torture, which includes cruel, inhumane or degrading treatment or punishment,

Condemns all forms of torture, including through intimidation, which are and shall remain prohibited at any time and in any place and can never be justified,

Condemns any action or attempt by States or public officials to legalise, authorize or acquiesce in torture under any circumstances, including on the grounds of national security,

Urges all States to implement fully the absolute prohibition of torture,

Strongly urges States to ensure that no statement that is established to have been made as a result of torture, is invoked as evidence in any proceedings,

Strongly stresses that States must not punish personnel for not obeying orders to commit or conceal acts amounting to torture,

Calls upon all States to take appropriate effective legislative, administrative, judicial and other measures to prevent and prohibit the production, trade, export and use of equipment that is specifically designed to inflict torture.

5.
The General Assembly

Reaffirming that the Universal Declaration of Human Rights affirms the principle of the inadmissibility of discrimination and proclaims that all human beings are born free and equal in dignity,

Affirming that human rights education is a key to changing attitudes and behavior and to promoting respect for diversity in societies, 

Expresses deep concern at the occurrence of violations of human rights in the world against persons on the grounds of their sexual orientation,

Calls upon all States to promote and protect the human rights of all persons regardless of their sexual orientation.

6.
The General Assembly
Expressing its concern at the exploitation of Israel, the occupying Power, of the natural resources of the Occupied Palestinian Territory, including East Jerusalem, and other Arab territories occupied by Israel since 1967,

Expressing its grave concern at the widespread destruction caused by Israel, the occupying Power, to agricultural land and orchards in the Occupied Palestinian Territory, and to vital infrastructure in the Occupied Palestinian Territory, including water pipelines and sewage networks, in particular in the Gaza Strip,

Stresses that the wall being constructed by Israel in the Occupied Palestinian Territory, including in and around East Jerusalem, is contrary to international law and is seriously depriving the Palestinian people of their natural resources,

Demands that Israel, the occupying Power, cease the exploitation, damage, cause of loss or depletion, or endangerment of their natural resources in the Occupied Palestinian Territory, including East Jerusalem, and in the occupied Syrian Golan, and recognises the right of the Palestinian people to claim restitution for all of the above, 

Calls upon Israel, the occupying Power, to comply strictly with its obligations under international law, including international humanitarian law, with respect to the alteration of the character and status of the Occupied Palestinian Territory, including East Jerusalem.

7.
The General Assembly
Deeply concerned that the majority of indigenous peoples in the world live in conditions of poverty, and recognising the critical need to address the negative impact of poverty and inequity on indigenous peoples by ensuring their full and effective inclusion in development and poverty eradication programs,

Deeply concerned by the negative impacts of the global economic and financial crises on the realisation of the right to development,

Recognising that extreme poverty and hunger are the greatest global threat and their eradication requires the collective commitment of the international community,

Also recognising that the gap between developed and developing countries remains unacceptably wide,

Acknowledges the need to address market access for developing countries,

Calls for the implementation of meaningful trade liberalisation,

Urges developed countries that have not yet done so to make concrete efforts towards meeting the targets of 0.7% of their gross national product for official development assistance to developing countries.

8.
The General Assembly
Recognising that ensuring the right to education in emergency situations requires specifically designed, flexible and inclusive approaches consistent with protection needs, conflict mitigation initiatives and disaster risk reduction considerations,

Also recognising the important role that education can play in supporting efforts in emergency situations to halt and prevent abuses committed against affected populations, in particular efforts to prevent all forms of violence, including rape, exploitation, trafficking in persons and the worst forms of child labour,

Considering that quality education can mitigate the psychological impact of armed conflicts and natural disasters by providing a sense of normalcy, stability, structure and hope for the future,

Urges Member States to ensure that the best possible systems of education are in place, including the allocation of sufficient resources, the appropriate adaptation of curricula and training of teachers, and disaster preparedness programs in schools,

Calls upon Member States, in their support for education, to specifically address the gender specific needs of girls in emergency contexts, including their increased vulnerability to gender-based violence.

9.
The General Assembly
Emphasising that underwater archaeological, cultural and historical heritage, including shipwrecks and watercrafts, holds essential information on the history of humankind,

Noting with concern the continuing problem of transnational organised crime committed at sea, including illicit traffic in narcotic drugs and psychotropic substances, the smuggling of migrants, piracy and armed robbery at sea,
Expresses serious concern regarding continued increases in incidents of piracy and armed robbery at sea off the coast of Somalia,

Urges all States to cooperate in taking measures to protect and preserve objects of an archaeological and historical nature found at sea, and to work together on such diverse challenges and opportunities as the appropriate relationship between salvage law and scientific management and conservation of underwater cultural heritage, looting and growing underwater tourism,

Calls upon States to ensure freedom of navigation, the safety of navigation and the rights of transit passage, and to take appropriate steps under their national law to facilitate the apprehension and prosecution of those who are alleged to have committed acts of piracy,

Calls upon all Member States interested in the security of maritime activities to take part actively in the fight against piracy on the high seas off the coast of Somalia, in particular by deploying naval vessels and military aircraft.
10.
The General Assembly
Reinforcing its strong commitment to the sovereignty, independence, territorial integrity and national unity of Afghanistan, and respecting its multicultural, multi-ethnic and historical heritage,

Reiterating the urgent need to tackle the challenges in Afghanistan, in particular the increased violent criminal and terrorist activities by the Taliban, Al-Qaida, illegal armed groups and those involved in the narcotics trade, in particular in the south and the east, the strengthening of the rule of law and democratic processes, the fight against corruption, the acceleration of justice sector reform, the promotion of national reconciliation, the safe and voluntary return of Afghan refugees in an orderly and dignified manner, the promotion and protection of human rights and the advancement of economic and social development,

Condemning in the strongest terms all attacks, including improvised explosive device attacks, suicide attacks and abductions, targeting civilians and Afghan and international forces,

Strongly condemns incidents of discrimination and violence against women and girls, including killings, maimings and “honour killings” in certain parts of Afghanistan,

Urges the Government of Afghanistan to continue to effectively reform the public administration sector in order to implement the rule of law and to ensure good governance and accountability,

Calls upon the Government of Afghanistan to ensure that the Afghan Peace and Reiteration Program is implemented, while upholding the human rights of all Afghans.
11.
The General Assembly
Convinced that mercenaries or mercenary-related activities are a threat to peace, security and the self-determination of peoples and an obstacle to the enjoyment of all human rights of people,

Alarmed and concerned at the danger that the activities of mercenaries constitute to peace and security in developing countries, in particular in Africa and in small states,

Deeply concerned at the loss of life, the substantial damage to property and the negative effects on the policy and economies of affected countries resulting from criminal mercenary activities,

Urges all States to take the steps necessary and to exercise the utmost vigilance against the menace posed by activities of mercenaries and to take legislative measures to ensure that their territories and other territories under their control are not used for the recruitment, assembly, financing, training and transit of mercenaries for the planning of activities designed to distabilise or overthrow the Government of any State,

Condemns any form of impunity granted to perpetrators of mercenary activities and to those responsible for the use, recruitment, financing and training of mercenaries, and urges all States to bring them to justice,

Calls upon all Member States to cooperate with and assist the judicial prosecution of those accused of mercenary activities in transparent, open and fair trials.  
12.
The General Assembly
Expressing its concern at the continued increase in road traffic fatalities and injuries worldwide, bearing in mind that the fatality rate within the road system is considerable higher than the fatality rate within other transport systems, even in high-income countries,

Reaffirms the importance of addressing global road safety issues and the need to further strengthen international cooperation, taking into account the needs of low-income and middle-income countries, by building capacity in the field of road safety and by providing financial and technical support for their efforts,

Acknowledges that there is no one-size-fits-all formula for improving global road safety,

Calls upon Member States to implement road safety activities, particularly in the areas of road safety management, road infrastructure, vehicle safety, road user behaviour, including distractions in traffic, road safety education and post-crash care, including rehabilitation for people with disabilities,

Encourages Governments, public and private corporations, non-governmental organisations and multilateral organisations, to take action to discourage distractions in traffic, including texting while driving, which led to increased morbidity and mortality owing to road crashes.
13.
The General Assembly
Expresses its very serious concern at the persistence of continuing reports of systemic, widespread and grave violations of civil, political, economic, social and cultural rights in the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea,

Condemns the all-pervasive and severe restrictions on the freedoms of thought, conscience, religion, opinion and expression, the right to privacy and equal access to information,

Also condemns concerned regarding the situation of refugees and asylum-seekers expelled or returned to the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea and sanctions imposed on citizens of the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea who have been repatriated from abroad, leading to punishments of internment, torture, cruel, inhumane or degrading treatment or the death penalty,

Also very seriously concerned with continuing reports of violations of the human rights and fundamental freedoms of persons with disabilities, especially on the use of collective camps and of coercive measures that target the rights of persons with disabilities to decide freely and responsibly on the number and spacing of their children,

Strongly urges the Government of the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea to immediately put an end to the systemic, widespread and grave violations of human rights in the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea,

Calls upon the Government of the Democratic People’s Republic of Korea to protect its inhabitants, address the issue of impunity and ensure that those responsible for violations of human rights are brought to justice before an independent judiciary.

14.
The General Assembly

Recalling that the Government of Japan started research whaling on minke whales in the North Pacific in 1994 and then expanded the program in the year 2000 to include Bryde’s and sperm whales, despite numerous concerns raised by the Scientific Committee,

Notes that more than 600 whales have been killed in the North Pacific since the start of the program,

Affirms that the data gathered under JARPNII on interactions between whales and prey species are not sufficient to justify the killing of these whales for research purposes,

Proposes that any information needed on stock structure can and should be obtained using non-lethal means,

Strongly urges the Government of Japan to refrain from issuing and special scientific permit for whaling under JARPNII.
15.
The General Assembly
Strongly condemns the ongoing systemic violations of human rights and fundamental freedoms of the people of Myanmar,

Expresses grave concern at the trial, conviction and sentencing of Daw Aung San Suu Kyi, resulting in her return to house arrest, and calls for her immediate and unconditional release,

Expresses grave concern at the continuing practice of arbitrary detentions, enforced disappearances, sexual violence, torture and cruel, inhumane and degrading treatment in Myanmar,

Strongly calls upon the Government of Myanmar to lift restrictions on the freedom of assembly, association, movement and freedom of expression, including for free and independent media, including through the openly available and accessible use of internet and mobile telephone services, and ending the use of censorship,

Strongly calls upon the Government of Myanmar to put an immediate end to the continuing recruitment and use of children soldiers,

Strongly calls upon the Government of Myanmar to take urgent measures to put an end to violations of international human rights and humanitarian law, and to allow a full, transparent, effective, impartial and independent investigation into all reports of human rights violations, and to bring to justice those responsible.
16.
The General Assembly
Reaffirming the sovereign equality of States, non-intervention and non-interference in their eternal affairs and freedom of international trade and navigation, which are also enshrined in many international legal instruments,
Concerned that measures aimed at strengthening and extending the economic, commercial and financial embargo imposed by the United States of America against Cuba continue to be promulgated and applied, and concerned also about the adverse effects of such measures on the Cuban people and on Cuban nationals living in other countries,

Reiterates its call upon all States to refrain from promulgating and applying laws and measures which reaffirm the freedom of trade and navigation,
Demands the end of the economic, commercial and financial embargo imposed by the United States of America against Cuba.
